Sekvenser og frames

Sequence 0-9

Intro panning the classroom, showing students working and laughing, accompanied by soft music as a soundtrack.

Sequence 10-18

The title of the movie is presented on a black surface: “Project on [name of school]” on the occasion of H.C. Andersen’s 200 year anniversary”. 
Sequence 19-1.32 

I, as a researcher, am being presented with my name and title and interviewed at school in a quiet classroom. It looks like I am alone: Only my answers are showed; one cannot see the interviewer. I explain the goals of each experiment and the purpose of the intervention, in general.
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Scene with line:

This project consists of 4 stages and the first stage is called the pilot project.

Scene with line:

It was about H.C. Andersen’s fairytales and writing.

Scene with line:

Then there was a stage about H.C. Andersen and verbality.

Scene with line:

And a third stage about H.C. Andersen and illustrations.

Scene with line:

And a fourth stage about H.C. Andersen and multi-media.

Scene with line:

I expect that we are going to change the subject of Danish in the schools.

Scene with line: 

That we through this project are able to evolve new genres for education.

Scene with line:

If you ask yourself:

- “How should we use the subject of Danish in the future?”

Scene with line:

“What kind of qualifications do we need to evolve?”

Scene with line:

I believe that this project is an answer to that question.

Scene with line:

Many people think that we should develop the students’ media qualifications through Danish.

Scene with line:

Not only through Danish, but Danish plays an important part in that connection.

Sequence 1.33-1.40

Intersection with scenes demonstrating student work from step 3 and 2 (in that order) in class and at the visit at The Animation Workshop, accompanied by new background music.
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Sequence 1.41-2.25

The subtitle “The trip to The Animation Work Shop in Viborg” is shown in front of moving pictures from the bus ride and accompanied by a new soundtrack; the subtitle then fades away and recordings from the class’ visit at the school are shown, in small sequences, demonstrating different activities and students in close-ups and other perspectives.

Sequence 2.26-2.50

A girl-student is presented with her name and title and interviewed the same way as I was.

Scene with line:

It is a change compared to all other classes where you just listen to the teacher.

Scene with line:

Instead you get a chance to work in groups and try new things.

Scene with line:

I am also better at analysing cartoons when I watch them

I think it has been a good project.

Scene with line:

I am better at analysing fairytales and everything about H.C. Andersen

Sequence 2.51-3.40

The subtitle “Presenting theory” is shown in front of moving pictures from the classroom, focusing on the blackboard where five groups, consecutively, present their group work projecting power point presentations using a computer and laptop. Small clips from each presentation are shown, and then a clip with Karen, the teacher, commenting on the process of programme.
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Scene with line: 

(presenting group 1’s work projected onto the blackboard, and the subtitle)

“Præsentation af teori”

Scene with line: 

(presenting Mette from group 2 pointing at the screen)

And “Help, I am a fish” with a lot of inspiration from Disney.

Scene with line: 

Both with the techniques and the story.

Scene with line:

(presenting a person from group 3 looking at the screen)

Then we have it in “a worms eye view” and “a bird’s eye view”

Scene with line:

“A worm’s eye view” if you want something to seem frightening

And “a bird’s eye view” if you want something to seem small

Scene with line:

(focusing on a person from group 4 gesticulating)

Which is a sound that suppress the story, coming from the actual story

It can be a dialogue or noise in the background

Scene with line:

(presenting a person from group 5 looking at the screen where homepages are projected)

Egmont, a publishing company, that works together with Nordisk Film

Scene with line:

They publish Anders And magazines, movies and many other things.

Scene with line:

(presenting Karen, standing at the blackboard)

You should have had more time today to make the preproduction

- Would you please have a look at your schedule?

Sequence 3.41-4.59

Karen is interviewed about the project, the same way as I.

Scene with line:

I expect that the students learn many new things.

Scene with line:

What they usually learn and a

whole lot more because we are working in a new way.

Scene with line:

It is both academic matters and working methods

It is ways of working

Scene with line:

And I think we have succeeded fairly well.

Scene with line:

People are more responsible for their material

and their process of learning than usually

Scene with line:

There are clear advantages

The working method is a clear advantage

Scene with line:

Because people on the account of e.g. the technique are able to work independently

and can be supported to the necessary extent during a project like this

Scene with line:

You would think that it is quite easy when receiving 

a teaching course made by another person

Scene with line:

But it is actually just as strenuous as you 

have to familiarize yourself with many new things

Scene with line:

I thought I knew a lot about H.C. Andersen

but there was surely much I did not know

Scene with line:

It is a good thing if we can make people as curious as H.C. 

Andersen was and I think we have succeeded in doing this

Scene with line:

So it is both ways of working and…

Scene with line:

I suppose that the goal of a teacher of Danish is to make 

students fond of reading and working with old literature too

Sequence 5.00-5.13

Intersection with scenes demonstrating student work in the classroom, among other things showing frames where students work on their laptops. Cheerful music. 
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Sequence 5.14-5.31

A boy-student (one of “the naughty boys”, see the analysis of experiment 1) is presented with his name and title and interviewed the same way as I.

Scene with line:

I have learned many new ways to work with Andersen

Scene with line:

I am definitely better at analysing his fairy tales

Scene with line:

And we have simply just worked with a lot of things in relation to H.C. Andersen

Scene with line:

Images and animations, which we are working with at the moment.

Sequence 5.32-6.51

The subtitle “Præsentationer af præproduktioner” [presenting pre-productions] is shown in front of moving pictures from the classroom. Groups, consecutively, present their pre-productions projecting power point presentations, including storyboards. Clips from each presentation are shown, occasionally filming classroom discussions about the presentation.

Scene with line:

(with a girl (Kate) from a group explaining a drawing)

Here she has woken up the next day, and the flowers are

tired as she has seen them dancing in the living room

Scene with line:

She puts the withered flowers in the box to make them grow again
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Scene with line:

(with a girl (Hans) from a group explaining a drawing)

Now, it’s the following morning, the 23rd of December

and now it has become a nice-looking fir tree

Scene with line:

But it is still sad, as it can’t see that

Scene with line:

(class discussing, the camera going back and forth)

- It is possibly a proclamation about having to learn that suddenly it can be burnt-out?

- Yes, suddenly it is all over

Scene with line:

(with a girl from a group explaining a drawing)

And this is the situation where she has 

knocked on the door and the king comes to open it

Scene with line:

(with Karen, the teacher, sitting among other students looking at a presentation)

If you gave this storyboard to a professional

draughtsman, he would know exactly what to do

Scene with line:

Because the facial expressions and everything are expressed very precisely

Scene with line:

(discussing a new group’s storyboard, Karen, the teacher, asks questions)

- Have you received any grants?

- Do you know what “placement” is?

Scene with line:

(students replying)

- If we have received any money from the companies?

- Yes, if you place brands, you can have your movies funded

Scene with line:

(new group presenting their storyboard)

And here they are out in the big world

Scene with line:

The chimney sweep are gazing out over the 

world and the shepherdess is still smiling

Scene with line:

(Karen, the teacher, standing at the blackboard where she has made some drawings)

These are some things you have to remember, and it is typically

something you put a lot of work into, and afterwards you are thinking “ah”

Scene with line:

(Karen pointing at someone)

You have definitely done that too

Sequence 6.52-7.48 

Danny, the journalist-student, is interviewed about his role, the same way as the others and I.

Scene with line:

I have definitely learned to work better with journalism.

Scene with line:

I had to do this as I have worked in a group 

of journalists throughout the entire project

Scene with line:

It has actually been very exciting as we have learned some new techniques too

Scene with line:

We have written articles and now we have we have produced

a movie, so we have learned many different things

Scene with line:

And I have learned a lot about H.C. Andersen by listening to what the others are doing, 

and by writing articles and filming what they are doing during the lessons

Scene with line:

There might not be enough Danish education in a group of journalists

Scene with line:

At the moment we have a lot of video editing to do, but it is quite possible that this corresponds with the future of Danish education.

Scene with line:

It is a very good way of working, and you bring a whole lot more of responsibility

into the lessons which makes you more dedicated to the work you are doing
